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"The work of artist Miyoung Je looks like a painting from afar; however, upon closer inspection,
you are slowly filled with admiration as you gaze on it. The climax of the artist’s handwork
substitutes watercolor with fabric patches and brushes with needles. The traditional sentiments
that have been achieved through invisible shapes might be the destiny for this artist who

majored in Oriental Painting. The art of cutting and sewing small pieces of fabric onto the

canvas collaborates with the sentiments, intuition, and special insights of a young contemporary
artist to open up a unique window of communication involving tradition. The sceneries that
are created with the hemming stitch, wherein the stitches are exposed, the decorative colored
threads, and the repetitive process of cutting and connecting the patches have become unique
spaces with the touch of the artists and their depiction of the real world.

“Iintend to use multiple senses of vision and touch to show the mundane sceneries as new worlds
of reality,” says Miyoung Je in her artist’s note. “The subjects are expressed through the patchwork
of colors, which make the reality new and strange, and then the 2D planes are converted into
sceneries that are rich in color. I pursue through my unique language of colors the combination of

traditional patchwork and painting with the ordinary sceneries of everyday life.”

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'Traditional bath for a beautiful body and mind
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Buddhism teaches you to cleanse your body, and this custom deeply affected the lives of the
Shilla people. An interesting fact is the record of the first bath in the literature of the Korean
people that was taken by King Park Hyeokgeose, the founder of Shilla, and Queen Aryeong.
The bath culture of the Shilla Unification became more popular in the Goryeo Dynasty.
GaoliTujing (GoryeoDogyeong) of Xu Jing, who was an envoy from the Song Dynasty of
China, stated, “The people of Goryeo bathe 3-4 times a day, and the men and women gather

at a big river in Gaeseong to bathe together.” The women at that time went in the water to

bathe while wearing ramie skirts. The concept of treating and preventing diseases through
bathing was also introduced around that time. According to “GoryeosaJeolyo: Essentials of
Goryeo History”, the kings of Goryeo enjoyed going to the hot springs and required the ill
servants to take baths in the hot springs.

'The bath culture of the Korean Peninsula spread to Japan when Baekje brought Buddhism to the

country. Japan had a hot and humid climate, as well as many hot spring baths, so the bath culture 25210 0| IiRXQ| HA|= Q56X Six2
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became popular in a completely different way. In Korea, we scrub the body until it is completely
clean from filth, but the people in Japan simply wash their bodies with water without any scrub-
bing. While in their homes, they fill the tub with hot water and everyone in the family take
turns in going to the tub, starting with the head of the family.

In the Joseon Dynasty, exposing the body was considered a taboo because of the influence of
Confucianism. As a result, the royal and noble people washed their bodies while in their bath-
ing clothes. Most of the time, it was ‘partial bathing’, which involves using a pail or a bucket, and
full-body bathing became a special event for certain occasions. Samjitnal (March 3), Dano (May
5), Yudutnal (June 15), and Chilseok (July 7) were holidays during the Joseon Dynasty when all
commoners took full-body baths. The use of herbs or spices while bathing became popular in the
Goryeo Dynasty. The women used peach blossom water or boiled orchid water in order to have
fairer looking skin. ‘Beauty baths, wherein plant leaves, stems, and fruits were double-boiled and
mixed with bath water, were also popular in the Joseon Dynasty. The two most popular baths
were the Ginseng Bath with brewed ginseng leaves and the Garlic Bath with steamed garlic in
cotton pockets and vinegar. Bathing was not as popular as before, but the women of Joseon still
longed to have fine-looking and beautifully scented skin. This means that the modern women

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Why did you decide to study a traditional music of a foreign
country? When I decided to go to graduate school, I chose to ma-
jor in ethnomusicology, which combines music with anthropology.
One day, I happened to listen to three Gugak CDs at a bookstore,
and they brought me here. I had spent a long time in South Korea,
from 1998, so it did not feel foreign to me when I had to teach at
Seoul National University in 2009. I was just worried about the
confusion that my students would experience. I love all kinds of

music in the world, and Gugak just happens to be my field of study.

When you were first exposed to Gugak, how did you feel
about it? Chinese music to me was too active and high-pitched. I
had thought that the palace music of Japan was static and peaceful,
with much importance placed between notes, so I had expected
something similar from Gugak, but when I listened to it, it was
actually very different. It gave me a strong feeling that the sounds
of the instruments, such as the piri, ajaeng, and haegeum, were very

similar to human voices.

Why do you think Gugak has become distant from the public
despite its charm? It’s not the music but the society that accepts
the music has changed. With the industrialization and urbaniza-
tion that quickly swept the country after its liberation, Gugak
could no longer be a part of the lives of most people. In addition,
other factors, such as the intangible cultural assets and the college
curricula, have degraded various music genres. For example, even
Jindo does not accept any sound as Gugak besides “Yukjabaegi”

and “Arirang”. I have captured the “sounds of women’s voices” in
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Jindo since three years ago. When I ask the old ladies at the village
training centers to sing “Sijipsari Taryeong,” they say, “What for?
It’s not even a song.” As the lyrics and melodies have become stan-
dardized since the ’60s, the formlessness of Gugak has been looked
down on. This is not natural. When I first came to South Korea in
the *90s, creative Gugak was popular thanks to the efforts to bring
Gugak closer to the public, and I became interested in it. At pres-
ent, I am focusing on the 21st-century changes and directions of

Gugak in light of education, composing, and marketing.

You just said you are capturing the sounds in Jindo. Can you
elaborate on the purpose of that study? At first, I was interested
in the sounds of women. I wanted to find the sounds in womens’
lives, but ever since I met many older ladies, it has become a process
of understanding the lives of the Korean women who have lived
since the last generation. I spent almost my entire sabbatical last
year in Jindo. I had many accomplishments, but I also have many
regrets. At this one time, about half of the Daeboreum events were
cancelled because of the agedness of the community, and there
was no one who could sing “Manga” when one of the intangible
assets passed away. If it wasn’t for his pupils, we might not have
been able to sing at his funeral. It used to be that the funerals in
Jindo were considered not just mournful events but festivals. Now
they are becoming nothing special compared to other funerals. I
believe that it is necessary to reorganize the system and to develop
alternatives for the cultural heritages that have fulfilled certain

functions for a long time.
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You teach theories, but we heard that you enjoy performing
using Gugak instruments. I love all the Gugak instruments, but
my favorite is haegeum, which sounds like a baby once it is played.
I don’t want to bother my fellow professors by asking them to teach
me, so I'm getting lessons from professional performers outside the
school. T am planning to visit Boston with a team of performers in
March. My job will be to host the event, to perform, and to deliver
a lecture. The purpose of this event is to show the Americans, who
are curious about Gugak, that“these are the instruments that make

the sounds you have been hearing.”

We heard that you'’re from Nashville, the mecca of country
music. It’s a city of music, with a long history. We're sad that it’s
used too much for commercial purposes, like LA or Las Vegas,
but it’s still a lively place where anyone can enjoy delivering musi-
cal performances at a cafe or a club. In Nashville, partying means
bringing your musical instrument and gathering with your friends
at a friend’s house for a jamming session. I sometimes miss my

home when I read about my pals’ jamming session on social media.

What are your plans for the future? My strength is that I can ap-
proach Gugak from a different perspective compared to those who
have been studying it since they were young. I can also translate
some major publications into English, such as Professor Ji Young
Lee’s <Modern Gayageum Notation for Composers>. I'm plan-
ning to publish my findings both in English and in Korean, of
course. I'm also going to build an open archive where anyone can

share and reach my research materials.
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Baedari Village, so aptly named as it was used as a dock during a high tide in the past, refers to
the Gumchang-dong area of Dong-gu, Incheon. It was also the place where the modern foreign
ships were docked. Baedari and its vicinity had large markets and huge crowds, wherein many
people are working in the nearby match, soy sauce, and rubber shoe factories. In the 1950s, nearly
40 used book stores were clustered here in order to attract students and scholars who could only
afford used books due to poverty right after the Korean War. "The streets filled with used book
stores currently have only five of those stores—Jiphyeonjeon, Daechangseorim, Hanmiseojeom,
Samseongseorim, and Abelseojeom. However, they are still carrying on the history of the village.

There is a special story behind Baedari Village’s naming as Baedari Village of History and Cul-
ture. The village almost became nonexistent because of the new industrial roads and real estate
development. The villagers and culture/art masters gathered to protect and beautify the village. In
2007, the village beautification project began in order to bring back vitality to the village with mu-
rals and historical expeditions, as well as preserve the used book streets, cultivate plants in prop-
erties assigned for industrial roads, host the Baedari Cultural Festival, and plan cultural spaces.
Baedari Village gradually became a unique place that harmonizes the historical culture of modern

times and the contemporary spaces of culture and arts. If you face toward the mural alley from
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the used book streets, you will see a coarsely made gigantic steel robot. This is an installation that

guards the entrance to the ‘Space Beam, which is an alternative art space and urban community

building completed by remodeling a former brewery. The Space Beam always serves a critical role
in the discussion of the current issues of Baedari Village and the creation of a sound urban com-
munity through multifaceted activities based on the local context.

As you leave the Space Beam and walk toward Dowon Station, you will arrive at the ‘Walkers’
Street’, which was created by the Dong-gu Office in 2012 along the railroad. To the right, you can
see the artworks arranged by the Dong-gu Office, and to the left, you can see the cute little houses
from the 1970s-80s. It is fun to look at the friendly murals on the walls. Walk toward Dowon Sta-
tion while appreciating the murals, and turn back toward Ugak-ro. There are three intangible cultural
heritages of Incheon, namely; Incheon Christian Social Welfare Center, which was once a dormitory
for female missionaries, Younghwa Elementary School, which was Korea’s first western-style el-
ementary school, and Changyeong Elementary School, which was Incheon first public school. The
exotic modern buildings with triangular roofs, arch windows, and red bricks are still standing strong
after 100 years, as they represent the historical and cultural value of Baedari Village. The essence and
significance of an old village deepen with time. We believe that the few remaining friendly views of
the old town can be preserved without being influenced by the fast changes of the world.
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The charm of a city that was built by modern people in a subtropical zone

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Everything in the world is classified into two categories: colored and colorless. Most of the things
that are colorless are equal to each other. Those things include air and water. We find tranquility
and peace with those things. There are people who are as comforting as air or water, and Hyun
Jung Choi is one of them. She was never uncomfortable every time we saw her on TV for the
last 10 years. The reason that she stood out in the broadcasting world, where only those who are
colorful and unique survive, was probably that she was pristine. That is why she is nicknamed
“Grace Choi,”which perfectly fits her aura.

“At first, some people told me I looked pretentious. I could not ignore those people because I was
sensitive then to what other people said about me. I just didn' feel distinct from others and was
not outgoing, but some people misunderstood me. That made me want to be more easygoing
and cool. I actually tried to change myself then, but now that I'm older, I have gotten to accept
who I am. I used to be overwhelmed when people said I was graceful, but I can now take the
compliment comfortably.”

She is unsure if she has always been like this ever since she was young, or if she was born with it.
She thinks that talking gently while preparing to become an announcer has helped. "When I was
getting ready to become an announcer, I was shocked when I heard my recorded voice for the first
time. It sounded strange and weird. That was when it occurred to me that I wanted to have a voice

that both I and others would love to hear. So I tried to talk nicely since then, and my voice has
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probably become better. Also, I try to be careful not to hurt others with what I say because talking
is my job. Of course, it’s not good to be careful all the time as a broadcaster. This is what I should
overcome. I should be straightforward when asking questions. I should break out of my shell so I
could have more varied stints as a freelance broadcaster.”

While listening to her, I wondered why everyone is expected to be strong and to have a profound
impact on others. Wouldnt it be good if there were people who would humble themselves by
being considerate and by listening to others?

'This beautiful broadcaster tries to be considerate of others with every word that she says. She
will begin studying counseling psychology at a graduate school this year. She was influenced by
Patient Shouting Café (the café event of Korea Alliance of Patients Organization), which she has
been emceeing since 2012.

“Broadcasting work tends to be consuming. I sometimes think that it would be nice to have
someone who understands and comforts me. I read many books in the hope of understanding
and comforting myself. Emceeing Patient Shouting Café became a more critical turning point
in my life. Patient Shouting Café is an event to which anyone who has had a bad experience at
a hospital or with the healthcare system is invited to talk about such experience, with the aim of
improving South Korea’s healthcare environment. Most of the participants are deeply hurt inside.

I'wanted to empathize with and console them and help them feel better, but I didn't know how to
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do that. I wanted to be an expert so I could see through other people’s conditions and give them
the comfort that they needed. That’s why I'm going back to school.”

What's most rewarding for her as an announcer is when something that she said gave strength
to someone else. She’s thankful and feels deeply rewarded when she’s able to exert a positive
influence on others, and when other people appreciate the little things that she said. It has been
a year now since she declared that she would become a freelance broadcaster. Her other goal this
year besides studying to exert a positive influence on others and ultimately to console them in the
right way is to succeed with the new broadcasting programs.

“I'will be hosting tvN’s <The Red Chair>, where I will invite renowned people and ask them to
listen to the stories of their lives,and EBS Radios <Happy Noon with Books>. I was unsure if it
was the right thing to do when I parted from my former colleagues, who were like family to me,
and started a new adventure outside the company that was my everything, my universe, but I'm
trying to move forward now.”

She’s now out of the company that was everything to her, but thanks to her decision to leave the
company, we became more acquainted with the pure and good universe of Hyun Jung Choi. It
hopes that more people would be consoled and healed in that universe, and that their happiness
would bloom just like the bright and beautiful petals heralding the coming of spring.

There are many galleries amidst
the ragged sceneries. When talking about the two cities, the sea always comes to mind. From
the small fishing boats to the white expensive yachts, as well as the gigantic cruise ships, there are
fresh seafood all year round, as there are port cities with long histories by the seas.
