The noble women of that time also enjoyed
wearing silk incense pockets or used stuffed white hemp sacks with fragrant grass as pillows.
They bathed in orchid tea or perfumed water to wear the scent.

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Textile craft is rather unfamiliar, compared to other kinds of
craft. What is it specifically? I am often asked that question.
People ask how it is different from fashion design. When I make a
bag, for example, I think of it as craft, but most people considered
me and my work in relation to fashion. That got me thinking. The
difference between textile craft and fashion is actually vague. Per-
sonally, I classify textile craftsmen and fashion designers this way: a
textile craftsman is all about their deliberation and studies on the
materials, whereas, a fashion designer is all about the output rather
than the process. Artists apply their original materials and techniques
to various objects as contents, while designers focus on the objects

themselves, instead of ceaseless studies of certain materials.

You mean that the attitude toward the materials defines who

is an artist and who is a designer. Then why have you chosen

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mountain-climbing ropes? Maybe, I should first explain how
I was introduced to knitting. I was a design major, and not a craft
major, but I created a hand-knit piece as my graduation piece. But
then, I learned that yarns are only suitable in the winter, so I looked
for a material that is similar to yarns, yet free from such seasonal re-
strictions. That’s when I discovered ropes. The drawback of yarns is
that they cannot be restored once stretched, but mountain-climbing

ropes are rarely deformed. Also, I can even order the colors I want.

So that’s how you have decided on your technique and mate-
rial. Now, I am very curious how you actually create the art-
works. Considering my objects, there were bags, hats, lamp shades,
and candleholders. They do not reflect a certain plan or decision, but
I'have experimented with various techniques that are suitable for the
ropes, and matched them with various everyday objects. At first, I
had a basket in mind instead of lamp shades, but I thought of some-
thing that is warm to the touch and as hard as plastic. I lacquered
the inside of the basket to hold the shape, and converted it into a

lamp shade as it permeates light. The outcome was very interesting.
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Since knitting has a long history, it must have been hard to
apply new techniques to it. Did you face any technical dif-
ficulties? This is what I have in mind these days: A potter has
a mill, while I have a sewing machine. I backstitch the ropes to
create a plane with lines. I once participated in a workshop, and I
was surprised to hear that an artist named Anton Alvarez built his
own machine for his work. Personally, I found it difficult to create
the slope of planes while using the sewing machine that I have. It
would be great if I could build my own machine like him. If T could
create a brand and the necessary tools at the same time, it would

also be a very interesting process.

I feel that classical ‘knitting’ doesn’t quite match the image of a
young artist. Like I said, I was first introduced to knitting in col-
lege, and I believe that the slowness of familiarity creates something
new. It was quite funny to see how surprised people were when I
told them I knit with ropes, not the obvious yarns. I want to write a

book about everything that you can make with ropes soon.
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But I heard that textile is a difficult material to approach artis-
tically, unlike other materials of handicraft. Thats true. Because
textile craft and fashion share a gray area, like I said, there is the issue
of setting up your category and competing with mass-produced goods
in terms of price. In Korea, people tend not to recognize the value of
artworks created by textile artists. I have thought about it a lot, but I
think it’s because the supply market at Dongdaemun is impressive.
Metal or porcelain is not as accessible and is somewhat mysterious
in a way, but textile can be easily found in any market. Consumers
already know much about the production process and the cost of
materials, so they do not want to evaluate the value of textile craft as
artworks. Just a few decades ago, almost every family owned a sewing

machine, and mothers would knit gloves and sweaters every winter.

Is there any material or object you wish to challenge in the fu-
ture? I am still into ropes, so I am going to focus on the variations
of this material. However, I participated in a contest where I had to
create products with Korean paper for the first time last year, and I
really enjoyed it. I am still interested in Korean paper. Also, I want to
continue exploring how textile could be connected to metal, which
is on the opposite side of the spectrum. The Candleholder series are
a part of this exploration, but I think it’s still rough. I seem to prefer

3D textile bodies, so I believe I am leaning toward that persuasion.

What are your other plans? I am planning to wrap up this year
with ‘Cabinet Art Fair’, where I can communicate with the public
without a gallery, and ‘Eulji-ro, Light Way’ at DDP. I want to be-
come an artist who will never get tired of his own work. My dream
is to have an image that naturally comes to your mind when you

think of Eum Yoonna, the artist.
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Walking in Seochon
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'The old sentiments within the four gates of Seoul generally remind
you of Seochon. There is unornamented humility with the scent of
people and neatness in the air. Its sentiment is also the biggest reason
why this quiet village of natives living in traditional Korean houses has
become a ‘hip’space that is attracting many visitors.

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In the first question of the interview, she was asked how she would express her life, in which
no two days were exactly the same, on a piece of canvas because I was also curious to see what
it would be like. It was neither a precise depiction of an object based on careful examination,
nor a landscape painting filled with simple yet beautiful watercolor paints. When a passionate
actress expresses her sentimentality and energy on a canvas, she says she is drawing a ‘self-portrait’
that is yet to be completed. At the age of 17, she debuted as a model, posing for hundreds of
magazine pages, and then played many major and minor movie and TV roles. Her image has
also shown in many advertisements on billboards. As she plays different roles every day, she
has been filling her face with various colors and touches. To Yeo Jeong Jo, the face is not the
standard of beauty, but it is the panorama of the dramatic ups and downs in life.

“T feel like I have kept drawing on my face to look how I look today. It is my face as an actress,
but it is also my face as Yeo Jeong Jo. I think I can never hide my real face, even when I play a
role. Since my face tells me exactly how I have lived my life, I strongly believe that I have to be
responsible for my face and my age.”

She has a perfectly beautiful face to go with her pretty eyes, nose, and lips. Someone would
envy to have her face more than anything in the world, but sometimes her beauty became a

wall that stood in her way, and sometimes caused ironic prejudices from others. Sometimes she
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hesitated flaunting her younger-looking appearance because it might distract other people from
recognizing her efforts and abilities, but she has since become much more laid-back and much
more beautiful after breaking the barriers others had set. Well, twice the number of people are
telling her how much more beautiful she is today:.

“I feel very good when people tell me I am beautiful. Because my face hasn't changed, they are
clearly not talking about my eyes, nose, or lips. It means that I was an average-looking actress
back then, but I look fine for some reason now.”

To look fine sounded too ordinary for an actress, but she pleasantly explained what she meant.
“When you attract attention because you are pretty, it’s just a feeling. The pleasant feeling is
expressed as looking at someone who is pretty. In that respect, to look fine is not ordinary at
all. It is one of the best compliments, at least for me. More people are looking at my acting

favorably because of how good they feel toward me.”

She now believes that she can be on top not because of her popularity and trophies, but when she is
satisfied with her own performance. Acting is often described as a ceaseless fight with oneself. As you
continue your fight with yourself, you meet many valuable people who observe you, who point out
your mistakes, and who contemplate your directions for the future. Nothing is more important than
defending and loving your sheer passion for acting and the valuable people around you while living an
independent and spontaneous life. I couldn't wait to see her next performance after she narrated how
busy she was lately because of the many things she has to ponder and contemplate. Still, the picture of

contentment on her face and her bright eyes seemed to be signs that a masterpiece is on the way.

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'The old capital, which once flourished with an advanced civilization, remains quiet, hiding the
noise and energy of busy people from the olden times. However, the prosperity of the past is
still cherished along the alleyways, at the end of the eaves of castle walls, and at the corners of
old stone walls. Cuzco, a city in Peru, was the capital of the old Incan Empire and was known
as the ‘navel of the Earth’ since it is located on top of the Andes, rising 3,400 m above sea level.
'The Incan Empire was the most advanced and prosperous civilization in South America about
500 years ago. Yupanqui, the emperor of the Incan Empire around the 15th century, planned
to redevelop Cuzco as the center of politics and religion. He built a strong fortress on a hill
overlooking the entire city, and constructed stepped farms and irrigation to bring stability to
people’s lives. What is amazing is that all of the structures in the city were built completely with
stones without the use of any type of adhesive. Not only that, he built a network of road systems
spanning over 30,000 km throughout the Incan Empire, along with water supply and sewer

systems. It is amazing how wise he was to achieve such massive constructions in the rough,
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mountainous terrains. The splendor of this civilization might have fallen in vain with the arrival
of Spanish invaders, but its relics still remain to attract travelers, along with its beautiful natural
environment. Also, Spanish monuments engraved on top of the Incan relics have piled up for
400 years with an unpleasant history, and have become a part of Cuzco’s unique personality.

Ping Yao was the ancient capital of the Han Dynasty in the 14th century, and the old castle
is surrounded by walls. Walls that are as high as 12 meters span nearly 6,000 m, and there
are endless arrays of tiled roofing inside. More than 4,000 houses from the Ming and Qing
Dynasties are still preserved in Ping Yao to represent how cities were built during the Han
Dynasty, and the city is one of the three greatest old castles in China. The Shuanglin Temple,
which was built in the 6th century, preserves more than 2,000 colored clay statues that were
created in the 12th~19th centuries, and their elaborate appearances and faded colors tell us
about the power of time. As the center of trade and finance, Ping Yao built private mansions in
massive sizes, and they are still almost perfectly preserved today. The streets that form square
blocks tell us how well the city was planned. At Shiru, the highest landmark at the heart of the
city, you can observe the castle from the inside at a glance. The cool breeze coming from every

direction and the open view will allow you to imagine its glorious days.

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Candles and lanterns were the only sources of light when electricity
was not yet invented. Candleholders were used to hold candles.
Candleholders can be classified according to purpose: everyday use,
ceremonial use, and portable use. Everyday candleholders came
in various shapes and many ornaments. Large candleholders were
mostly used for palace ceremonies, and they had simple, moderate
ornaments. Portable ones were made so they could be moved
from one place to another place; some had legs, and others had
no legs, but all were made with handles for easy portability. Most
candleholders were made of bronze during the Goryeo Dynasty,
but a silver inlay over the metal surface became popular during the
late Joseon Dynasty. This candleholder was also made of silver and
bronze with engravings of deer, pine trees, and other patterns that
signified long life and good fortune. A verse of a poem that was
engraved with silver inlay on a reflective plate added uniqueness
to a candleholder. Today, candleholders are mostly used in interior
design or as decoration, for beautification. Artist Mi Hee Hwang’s
